« Press (B) to change from mode to mode.
« After you perform an operation in any mode, pressing () returns to the Timekeeping
Mode.

To set the alarm time

« The stopwatch continues to run, restarting from zero after
it reaches its limit, until you stop it.

* The stopwatch measurement operation continues even if
you exit the Stopwatch Mode.

« Exiting the Stopwatch Mode while a split time is frozen
on the display clears the split time and returns to elapsed
